AcTUAL REVENUE HISTORY—STRAWBERRIES

Marketing tools and crop insurance are among the basic building

blocks of managing profit and risk. Your ProAg® agent will assist

you in reviewing and analyzing multiple factors impacting your

risk management decisions. Strawberry actual revenue history

(ARH) crop insurance:

B Protects growers against losses from low yields, low prices,
low quality, or any combination of these events.

B Grower’s coverage based on their own net revenue history.

B Revenue is determined after harvest at the point of first
delivery.

CRrROP INSURED

The crop insured will be all the strawberries in the county that are:
B Grown from a disease free nursery stock;

Grown as an annual;

Grown for commercial sale;

Irrigated;

Grown by a person who in at least three of the five previous

years grew or managed a commercial strawberry operation.

AVAILABILITY

Strawberries are insurable in Fresno, Merced, Santa Cruz,
Monterey, Santa Barbara, and Ventura counties. Contact your
ProAg agent for details.

CAuUsSES OF Loss

This policy is provided against the following causes of loss*
that occur during the insurance period:

M Adverse weather conditions; B Earthquake;

B Failure of irrigation water supply; M Fire;

B Inadequate market price; B Insects and plant disease;
B Volcanic erruption; m Wildlife.

! Consult your ProAg crop insurance agent concerning specific conditions that apply to the
above listed causes of loss.

Cost

Agricultural Risk Protection Act of 2000 raised the subsidies
for federal crop insurance premiums substantially. Higher cov-
erage levels are subsidized at lower rates. USDA pays at least
50 percent of the premium. For more detailed information
about the amounts of coverage and premiums, please

contact your ProAg agent.

INSURANCE PERIODS & DATES

Sales closing : July 1

Acreage reports date:  Jan. 15 except for Ventura (summer
planted) which are due Sept. 15

The billing date: May 1

Coverage begins when the crop is transplanted into the field.
Coverage ends for physical damage:

B When the crop is harvested; or

B The last day of the final picking period.

Inadequate price date is January 15

COVERAGE OVERVIEW

Your ProAg agent will assist you in reviewing and analyzing multi-
ple factors impacting your risk management decision. These factors
include:
m  Coverage levels range from 50 to 75 percent.
B Catastrophic Risk Coverage (CAT) is not available.
B Select a payment factor ranging from .67 to 1.0

e Reduces amount of insurance without changing the

point at which indemnities trigger.
e Reduces premium and indemnity amount paid.

Loss EXAMPLE

B Approved Revenue = $24,500 per acre

B Producer selects:
® 75-percent coverage level
e Payment factor of 1.0

B 100-percent share

B Amount of insurance = $24,500 approved revenue X
1.00 expected revenue factor X 0.75 coverage level X
1.00 share = $18,375.

B Due to an inadequate market price producer receives
$12,131 per acre of net revenue.

$ 24,500  Approved revenue $ 18,375  Amount of insurance
X 75 Coverage level - 12,131 Revenue to count

X 1.00  Payment factor $ 6244

$ 18,375  Amount of insurance X 100  Payment factor

$ 6244 Indemnity per acre
